Absolutely has prepared a few tips for you...
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The fisrt thing you MUST do when arriving in Lond@purchasing your

OysterCard (in any tube station or cornershop)lt is the clesagay to pay for

single journeys on the Tube,buses, DLR and trafmsgxample, one bus journey

costs £1 with the Oyster, £2 without)
The principle is simple, you “top up” your card widny amount of your choice (in any tube station
or cornershop),and then, you “pay as you go”: yeaud is going to be debited each time you touch
in and touch out in the bus or the Tube. You cakeves many journeys as you like in a 24 hour
period on the bud, Tube, DLR, tram, and you wiNays be charged less than the price of an
equivalent Day Travel Card or One Day Bus Pasguftravel a lot, it is better to purchase a weekly
or monthly travel pass.We advice you to wait fa fithool to give you a form to fill in to receive
your Student OysterCard,which will able you to Herfeom much better deals. It will cost you an
identity picture and £5 (to be sent in cheque-odioworry, no need of a cheque book, you can do
that from a post office- or via transfer), thenuyaill be able to purchase weekly or monthly travel
pass, for bus (approximately £10 a week, £36 a hpat tube+bus (approximately £19 a week
instead of £28, £74 a month instead of £105). ¥és still expensive, but much less than without
the student oystercard!!

Thebus remains the cheapest way to travel, but becaudesdfaffic in the peak period, it
may take a while to go from A to B. The tube is imgaicker (when there is no probleme or
engineering work...!) but also less nice as byrd&dn, it is underground, and you cannot
enjoy the sight... It is up to you to make youoick!

Anyway, concerning th&ube, you need to know that the underground map isldd/into
zones: there are 6 main zonegr(e lis central London, anzbnes 2-@orm rings around
this, with zone 6 being the furthest from the centihere are also four metropolitan zones
beyond zone 6zpnes A, B, C and Don the Metropolitan line. The cost of a journey
depends on the zone in which you start and fingsln €an make as many changes as you
need along your route).

(NB: the bus stopping at school are the 13, 82,14r8] the closest tube station is Finchley Road

tube station -jubilee line-, and the closest Natld®ail Service station is Finchley Road and

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First Year Students (London-Madrid-Paris or London-Paris-Berlin streams)

The first year is divided into two semesters arlb¥eed by an internship, starting in April (if
lucky...) and lasting at least 3 months.

The first semester is composed of 4 subjects: EiabAccounting, Marketing, Psychology and
Management and Quantitative Methods:

Financial AccountingThe subject is taught by Ken Preece and givesrarview of Accounting,
using the UK standards.

Marketing: You will certainly have a good fun while studyitigs subject. The lectures are normally
quite entertaining, with videos and music. You wilo have to hand up a written report on the
designing of a Shampoo. It means teamwork, thedfrthe year, good experience to have and can
be useful for your resume, if you want to haverdgarnship in Marketing.

Psychology and Managemeiou will have an overview of the different thearigbout teamwork,
management, meetings... The lectures are quite amiexg. You will have to make a 15 minutes
presentation on a subject chosen by your team.

Quantitative MethodsThis will give you an insight of the knowledge yshiould have for finance
interviews (back of the envelopes calculation...).

The exams of the first semester are planned arntleof December before Christmas holidays (the
only ones....). You will have to go to the City Unisiy for them, so prepare your Oyster for this
week.

After Christmas holidays, the second semesterssiguite different from the first one. Indeed, the
lectures are split into two different groups, anerefore you will not see your friends as often...
The second semester is composed of 5 subjects:Hiaance, Economics, Costs and decisions and
Social sciences and humanities.

However, one of the most important subjects of $kismester that you should normally start also
during the first one is the Business plan for ttertSup. This will be the toughest subject ever and
you will discover the joy to work in team, to braiarm... You will have 3 months and a half to
think about an idea of start-up, and to write theibess plan for it, discussing about the finascial
the marketing plan... After this, you will have teepent it in front of investors, backing every sengl
point of it. So, it can be good fun if you like tlieea and the members of your team but may also be
a nightmare.

Here is what you will study during the second term:

Law: You will have a really interesting overview of Ebal topics that may affect a company. Even
if not difficult, this subject requires a lot of mery to pass the exam at the end.

Finance:For those who want to have an internship in Fieatitese lectures will certainly interest
you. They try to be quite entertaining anyway tegsle those who have already chosen the
Marketing field. The Excel advice is really usefem, take notes and make the best use of it.



EconomicsThe subject can be considered as hard espeaaltiitdse who haven’t done economics
before. You will have to go into books to have liest understanding of the subject. However, don’t
worry for the exams because you will have plentii@he works which will normally give you
correct grades.

Costs and decisionshis is the suite of Financial Accounting with teme teacher and learning
about the same topics. However, it requires a dagperstanding than the previous subject

Social sciences and humaniti@$tis subject is into two parts and therefore, wallihave two
teachers. The first part will try to give you a sermf criticism and will discuss about topics sash
Art, nationalities... You will have to write a 5000vad essay at the end of the semester about
whatever you want as soon as it is not directlgdthto Business. The second part will focus on the
European Union, explaining its functioning, in difdcal, historical and economic point of view.
You will be assessed by a multiple choice exanhaend of the semester and by an oral
presentation.

The exams of the second semester will certainlg fd&ce in the school in Finchley Road, so no
need for a new Oyster card!

You have to expect a tougher second semester kleegauswill need to find an internship during

that period which is quite stressful due to thdéidifty to find one. So good luck and go to the
internship part.
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Basically the year is split into 3 parts: 2 terni¢essons, and one winternship (from January to
March). The promo is divided into 2 different streawhich have no lessons together, so you may
discover some new people at the very end of thelyea

The main characteristic of the courses in LondorEAMWORK. For each course, you will have
either a project or regular presentations or b®thyou better like the people of your team or It wi
be hell (as you have one team assigned for evejggirduring one term).

A quick overview of the courses you will enjoy (.r.rwot ;)):

Management Contrpit is the course that demand you the most impodanount of work. You will
have to hand in one case study per week, on winahwll have worked 10 hours or more, as the
teacher (Tony Sanguinetti, you will soon discoveigithe “star” of the students) is very demanding.
This course will also make you forget about longkends as it is in Friday, and in case you don't
attend you have zero. However, the positive thinpat the final exam is quite easy, and at the end
you will have learnt a lot.

Corporate Finance and International Financial Mt&Ker future investment bankers and finance
lovers ;). You will have corporate finance duriig ffirst term, and International Financial Markets
during the second term.

Company Projectt is a consultancy project you will present ditg to the company. The interest of
the project depends of course on what project yewassigned to, but it is usually quite interesting
and demands quite a lot of work. And if you arekiyg/ou will get to travel (last year 2 groups went
to Italy).




Consumer Behaviouit is a classic marketing course, but the teatd#les you funny examples, and
manages to make it really lively and interestingjé&tts are fun and the final exam not too difficul
You have as well another course of marketing caliethding.

Research Methoddhis course is designed to teach you the tootkotgour European research
Project you will have to write in Berlin. You hawe final exam but 2 assignments: one research in
group (to help ESCP-EAP’s teachers to do their Rladd one personal (writing 5 pages on the
subject you would like to take for your ERP). Idsfinitely not the most useful course you will bav
and certainly not the most fascinating one!!!

Languages:Around 4 hours / week. Don’t skip too much as yollihave to pass the test if you
want to go to Berlin or Paris!

Operations Managemerttvery week there is a case study, but don’t wgoty won't have to do all

of them, just make sure you get all the presemataiterwards as there are questions on them in the
final exam. There is also one project which is gfiin: you choose a small business, (i.e. a shop on
West End Lane) and study it. The good point is yloat make friends with the shopkeeper, and have
then privileges (free pizzas for instance ;).

Human Resource3he name says it all! The exam is open booknbuthat easy. Basically almost
everyone pass, but not with high grades.

Tax & Law: You will study the UK employment law, and the teacputs everything in his website,
so for the exam it should be fine! The tax part deds more work.

Organisation & Managemenlmost the same course as “Psychology & ManagéhiefParis.
Some case studies but they are not too long taapeep

Group Financial Statementsis the accounting course. The good news isttieateacher gives you
everything in the slide (including corrected exeesi). The bad news is that it is quite an important
amount of things to learn, so good luck if you odisgcover it just the week before the exams!

Now, let’s speak about the exams! The originaktyhiat you don’t do them at ESCP-EAP but in
City University. So immediately it becomes quiteaatventure (buying a weekly card — which
means open-tube, a luxury in London! - getting hmttveen the tube and City University, getting
lost in the building etc.) The bad news is you db@ve as in Paris a week to revise them. So don’t
be surprised if you have your last lesson on Frafay exam on this very lesson the next Monday.
This is all the more problematic as attendanceisampulsory in London, so beware of skipping
too many lessons!!

London is not only a large, boring, financial cityjs above all an amazing place when it comes to
parties and clubbing. As it is one of the most multural cities worldwide, you will find every kah

of atmosphere. Every single area is different ftbmothers, and after one year in London, the most
motivated among us have hardly discovered a tehtheoplaces of interest. Here is a small list of
pubs, bars and clubs we did really enjoy, but ydube in charge of drawing up you own list.

Pubs

You must go and discover these traditional “Puldiouses”, called pubs, where you can
comfortably sit in a deep armchair while enjoyingiat of ale, this typically British beer, and
discuss with friends. You will definitely not hawestruggle to find nice pubs in London, however
we strongly recommend you to go to “the Old Bankanfland” on Fleet Street and take the famous
Fuller's London Pride. Don’'t miss also the “aimdthing but blues on Carnaby Street, typically
British and where artists play every night, foreffeom Sunday to Thursday, £3 after 9pm the rest of
the week.

If you suddenly fancy for a pub while you are oa ttampus, you will find a series of pubs on West
End Lane. The “Railway”, near the tube statiorgagainly the most comfortable.

You can equally eat traditional meals, such as gmesfish & chips, in most pubs so feel free to try
it at least once.

The last, but not the least advantage of pubs: ineleondon is really not that expensive! But don’t
forget, the waiters ring the bell at around temtioinight, which means you have only ten minutes
left to order your last pint, though new laws allpubs to serve alcohol later on.

Bars

On the contrary, bars close much later (well, theynot open until the dawn, this is still London...)
Generally speaking, you can dance and there i®d gaoice of drinks. Near the school, you can go
to “The Walkabout”, which lies in the O2 Center lBimchley Road. This is an Australian-style bar
you will enjoy if you are not willing to go to Dowhown. But after a few nights there, you might
very well get bored. You must then discover barthatrendiest areas such as Brick Lane, Soho or
Covent Garden. On Brick Lane, we recommend you'Emagon Bar”, the “93” or the “1001 café”.



In Soho, go the “Revolution bar” and in Covent Gardyou must try the “Cross Keys” on Endell
Street. If you are in Aldwych, don’t miss the “GallDoor”, bar in former public toilets, which is
also a jazz club where talented artist play foe fexery night. And last but not least: a cellarhwit
cheese, hot bread, pickles and wine : the Godrans War, in the street linking Charring Cross
station to Embankment (yes, this little street eltsthe thames and full of bars..)

Nightclubs

London is famous for its clubs and its amazing tiifgh throughout the World. But the local
tradition is to go for clubbing very early, everfdre ten, and to leave quite early as well. Cludns ¢
be very expensive, especially if you get there batwa continental European would call a normal
time. Don'’t feel shocked if they charge you morantt£10, this is more than usual. “The Fabric,
“The China White” and the “Panja” are said to ballsegreat, but not all of us have appreciated
them. If you look for something commercial but imiae atmosphere, get in the “Tiger Tiger” (you
can get in for free before 10pm) near Piccadillyc@s or the Walkabout on Shaftesbury Avenue,
which lies in an old Church.

In South Kensington, we have really appreciated‘®mof Gardens”, which is situated on the sixth
floor of the building. You will be really surprised be surrounded by tropical plants, fountains and
olive trees. However the entrance is not free: wdlbe charged 15£ on a Friday night and £20 on a
Saturday night.

Restaurants

Do not expect to become crazy about British foadat, &8 a multicultural city, London offers a
variety of restaurants from all over the world. OoeBritish history, most restaurants are Indidn. |
you look for good value for money, go to “The Puxijan Neal Street, a family-run business for
three generations, and one of the oldest Indiaglawesnts in London. You can eat there for 15£. You
can find a lot of others Indian restaurant in Brickne, the Indian neighbourhood: they are so
numerous there that they often offer you the dankl a discount on the bill to attract you in their
restaurants. If you want to eat good British Foasl,said before, go to a pub. For good pies, we
recommend you “The Nags Head” in Covent Garden. Jamanese food, we enjoyed the “Japan
Center” on Piccadilly.

You have certainly heard how shit the British rajwas..Well, this is not purely a myth: in fact
you will always make the best deals by travellingbus: National Express most of the time, or
Green Line. Or if you are in a hurry: Easyjet, Rgian.

Therefore, from the nearest to the furthest, | psagl you to take your rucksack away from London
to these exciting destinations: Windsor, Oxfordmbadge, Edinburgh, Dublin, and Amsterdam.

You can go to Windsor in less than 1hour for onBy Eor this, you have to check the fares on
Greenline.com. The departure can be Victoria, Hydek Corner, or Hammersmith. There you can
visit the wonderful castle of the Queen for abdl@.£

To do some punting on the rivers through the celieim Oxford or Cambridge, you need not more
than £10 with National Express or Megabus. To deoectimere —besides punting- eat and drink in
pubs and visit the numerous free colleges.

And if the weather is not so British this week-endhy not go to Brighton? It lasts two hours with
the National Express and only costs £7 if you get¢theap price (Fun Fare: limited number). The
departure, as for most National Express busestoim Victoria Coach Station. Brighton is the



equivalent of Deauville for French people. You going to enjoy its shingle beaches, all the casinos
and bars on the peer. You'd better go also to e Sister’s Cliff not far and quite amazing.

Check on the Internet and
call them to book. If you do not mind cold showarsl creaking bunk beds, book at the City Centre
Guest House (0131 221 1991) very near to the mesetsPrinces Street. Do not leave Edinburgh
without admiring the city from Carlton Hill and Awiir Seat (250 m high). You can also visit the
castle on the top of Edinburgh as well as Holyrgadace and the old church very nice with a
collection of various paintings (better with thedauguide). If you are keen on Modern Art, enjoy
Matisse, Picasso, Bonnard, Dix etc. paintings et3bottish National Gallery of Modern Art, easy to
find on Princes Street. You could buy a sword aloable axe for your little brother in the unique
armstore next to the castle. Then for an exhaustiggtngo to have a drink in the Nicol Edwards ,
then move your body at I'Espionnage or I'Opium le tCowgate district. If you stay long enough,
you can take a one-day bus trip to chase NessikeirNorth. | advise you to take the Company
Scotline Tours you can reach on the following nun@#81 557 0162. As a student, you are gonna
pay £28 (+ £7 for the boat trip on the Loch- madougd by the way and a unique chance to catch a
sight of our green friend). The guide and bus dnvears usually a beautiful green and blue skirt-it
is called a kilt apparently, and makes jokes e&mjiles...The variety of the sceneries keeps you
waken up; the heather, orange in the winter andph@g becomes violet for the summer and covers
the hills for the pleasure of your eyes...and moiitiiou like Baileys, don’t miss the opportunity to
try the Heather Scottish Cream Liqueur!

Go out
in the Mellweg, the Paradiso, or the Sugar Factory.
